The trip was the fifth
flight of the Grand Masters project “Operation
Greatest Gift.”

The three veterans of Oceanside-San Dieguito
Lodge who made the journey are Bill Hurd,
Dick Davis, and Frank Denison Jr.

After flying from LAX to Regan International in
D.C. we were taken in shuttle vans to the hotel
where we were greeted by the Grand Master
of D.C. and other local Masons. After a late
night dinner it was bed time. The next morning
we were up early for breakfast and on a bus to
the World War Il Memorial site.

WorBro Hurd said, “The memorial is larger
than | expected it to be.” Brother Davis stated,
“It is more impressive than | anticipated.” Bro
Denison commented, “I am very happy that |
was able to make this trip.” All three are grate-
ful to have the opportunity to see the memorial.

The memorial is oval in shape with a tower at
each end representing the Pacific and Atlantic
theaters of the war and a pool in the center
with water being sprayed at each end.
